Teacher Mini-Grant Evaluation Criteria

The following review criteria will be used:  A whole number numerical score between 1 (indicating the lowest possible evaluation) and 5 (indicating the highest possible evaluation) will be assigned for each criterion.  The reviewer will assign a score based on their judgment of how adequately the grant proposal responds to the standard indicated.

Educational Merit








50%

What is the educational purpose of this project?  Will the project enhance the academic skills or promote educational excellence in a specific way for the participants in the project?  Is this project innovative or creative?  Why can’t it be funded by other sources?  Does the project have any quality of uniqueness?  How many students will be involved in the project?  Will the project take place on the school premises during school hours?

Sustainability









20%               
This criterion weighs the lasting nature of the project proposed.  Can the project be run more than once with different students during the same academic year?  Can it be run in more than one academic year?  With a nominal follow-on investment for supplies, for example, can the project be repeated annually for several years?

Achievability









20%

Does the grant application present a project with realistic goals and objectives?  Does the application discuss how the positive impact of the project will be measured?

Clarity










10%

Has the grant applicant submitted a clear statement of how the particular project provides a margin of excellence for Ledyard school students?  Does the application as presented inspire confidence that the project is fully defined and the applicant fully prepared to implement it.

All successful applicants will be expected to present a poster on their mini-grant project during the Celebration of Excellence Dinner the year following receipt of funding.
