Teacher Growing-Grant Evaluation Criteria

Growing Grant Approval Criteria:

Growing Grants will not be considered by the Board of Trustees without review and recommendation by the Grants Committee.  The grants committee will make recommendations to the Board of Trustees based on the following:

Educational Merit – Does the proposed project show a clear connection to the curriculum and/or learning environment?  Does the project demonstrate an opportunity for the targeted student population to improve in the designated curricular area?  Will the grant enhance academic skills or promote educational excellence in a specific way for the participants?

Sustainability – The Growing Grant must show sustainability over a minimum period of 3 years.  Nominal follow-on investments for supplies or maintenance are expected, and the grant application should indicate a source for continued funding or support.

Support – The Growing Grant must demonstrate support from all participants as well as administration.  Some examples of support include: dedication of time/resources for professional development to implement the new grant (if needed), financial support to make up any shortfalls in funding, and support from the applicant and all faculty who will be implementing or affected by the proposed grant.

Please make sure that these issues have been covered in your application as best as you can at the time of your submission.
